Lost or Unattended Children

Policies & Procedures

Parents are responsible for their children's behavior while they are in the MCEEC. Disruptive children will be asked to leave if necessary. 

LOST/ UNATTENDED CHILD 
1.
If it is determined that a child is unattended for long periods of time or lost, a staff member should bring the child to the person on duty at the desk of MCEEC if a parent is not readily found. 

2.
A MCEEC staff person should try to identify and locate the parent or the responsible child care provider. 

3.
If the parent is not found in the building, the staff member should stay with the child until the parent can be located. 

4.
If the parent has not been located within an hour, or if the Office is closing, the staff member should call the police who shall assume responsibility for the child. Staff shall write an incident report and forward it to the Office. 

5.
Under no circumstances shall the child be taken out of the building by a staff person. 

DISRUPTIVE BEHAVIOR 
As described in the MCEEC Policy on Public Behavior adopted on May 1, 2009, unacceptable behavior on the part of any patron is not to be tolerated. Unacceptable behavior may result in the suspension of MCEEC privileges, expulsion from the building and/or possible arrest for violations of city ordinances. Staff members observing unacceptable behavior shall take appropriate action. At their discretion, staff members shall also fill out an incident report of the behavior problem and forward it to the Office.
